About the plans
The Finborough Theatre has an unparalleled track record of 
maintaining an excellence throughout all our work ïdespite 
remaining completely unfunded ïon a par with the larger 
subsidised theatres, whilst maintaining the freedom and 
intimacy of our home above a pub in Earl's Court. We attract 
the finest creative talent to work with us, as well as 
discovering new practitioners who go on to become leading 
voices in British theatre. 

During one week this July, and despite financial pressures and 
a programming schedule busier than any other theatre in the 
country, the Finborough Theatre will be closed to the public ïï
to undergo some changes to ensure that our home is a truly 
democratic space, accessible to all, and a welcoming venue for 
artists, audiences and staff. This is a crucial first step forward 
in preparation for a major refurbishment and renovation 
programme that we hope will take place in the next three 
years.
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Accessible to all
Celebrating its 150th anniversary in 2018, our home is a 
classic Victorian building, built in 1868 to designs by the 
influential architect George Godwin. 

We want our theatre to maintain its architectural 
integrity while being accessible for everyone. Weôll be 
making our building accessible with a new stairway chair 
that will allow our staff to safely assist patrons who 
have difficulty with the stairs to the auditorium from the 
ground floor to the Theatre level.

Essential ceiling repairs will be 
carried out in the dressing room and technical booth to ensure the safety of 
the space.
